FACE OF BAKU

he exterior of our beautiful Baku, the capital of Azerbaijan, is defined and shaped not only

by unique buildings of various architectural styles that merge the culture, aesthetics, and
architectural values of East and West and combine them with modernity and antiquity in a single
space. All of the above, of course, contributes to the beautiful, diverse, and unique features of
the appearance of our Baku. However, it is the green spaces, gardens, parks and boulevards that
give this look an amazing bloom, attractiveness and comfort. Without them, Baku would look
different and would not look like present-day Baku. It would lose the impression of freshness
and coziness our souls enjoy.

Activities related to creating green areas, which today have become a place of recreation and
leisure, have significantly intensified during the years of power of the National Leader Heydar
Aliyev. During the presidency of Ilham Aliyev, the incumbent President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, the creation of parks, gardens, and boulevards, providing the capital with oxygen,
became one of the priority areas and was steadily growing and covering the whole of Baku.
These gardens and parks have added to an even more attractive image of the city.

It is no coincidence that there are more than 300 parks in Baku. Over the past 20 years, thanks
to the personal initiative of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan and according to his
instructions, 96 new parks were created. Another achievement is that 84 parks were overhauled
and made available for the residents of the capital and guests of our city. In addition, in recent
years, on the initiative of the IDEA public association, about 200 inter-quarter parks were put
in place in Baku, which creates conditions for the effective leisure of citizens at their place of
residence.

Fountains have a special place in the beautification of Baku parks. Fountains were installed
in 71 parks, and musical fountains were installed in two parks, which gives the parks a special
aesthetic appeal and gives life-giving freshness. Artificial lakes were built in 4 Baku parks. Each
of these facts proves how much work was done to plant greenery in Baku.

Many more books will be written about our parks, which are an integral part and main features
of the image of Baku. Becoming more beautiful every day, they will undoubtedly inspire the
creation of many more poems, musical plays and compositions.

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y order of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, within the White City Boulevard

project, on the territory formerly called the Black City, where numerous industrial enter-
prises were located, a White City boulevard was created in accordance with modern standards.
The length of the boulevard is 2.7 km, and the total area is 33 hectares. The area has basketball,
volleyball, and two football grounds, as well as a playground with sports equipment. Original
flower pots were placed, thousands of trees and ornamental bushes were planted, and benches
were installed. All conditions for recreation are created. The infrastructure of White City Boule-
vard meets the most modern standards.
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he first construction work on the site of the Seaside National Park - Baku Boulevard start-

ed at the beginning of the 19th century. During this period, the Azerbaijani architect Gasim
bey Hajibababekov carried out significant engineering and planning work on the construction of a
650-meter embankment along the coast. The famous architect Adolf Eichler took an active part in
building Baku Boulevard under the leadership of M.G. Gadzhinsky in 1909. Initially, the territory of
the boulevard stretched from the “Stone Quay” (now the territory of Azneft Square) to the quay of
the “Caucasus and Mercury” steamship company (to the present building of the Azerbaijan State
Puppet Theater named after A. Shaig). The second part of the boulevard was built in the 1930s.

In 1969, after the national leader Heydar Aliyev came to power, the territory of the boulevard was
increased to 3.7 kilometers. The national leader gave the status of a national park to the Baku Sea-
side Boulevard by signing a president decree No.50 dated December 29, 1998. By Decree of the
Cabinet of Ministers No. 132 of December 29, 2001, the Seaside National Park was included in the
list of historical and cultural monuments of national importance.

The head of state, llham Aliyev always highlighted the expansion of the territory and the National
Park's development. On his behalf, renovation and landscaping work was carried out on the territo-
ry of the Seaside National Park. In 2015, work was completed to expand the boulevard in two direc-
tions. The first direction is Bayil Boulevard, which stretches towards Bibi Heybat, and the second is
White City Boulevard, which continues from the Sea Trade Port to the Boulevard Hotel. At present,
the length of the boulevard has reached 16.7 kilometers, and the total area of green spaces is 94.63
hectares.
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mong modern recreation centers, Bayil Boulevard, the construction of which began in 2013,

occupies a special place. The total area of this recreation area, which was opened on June
8, 2015, is 24 hectares. A 16-hectare green area was created on Bayil Boulevard, 2.3 kilometers
long, modern lighting and irrigation systems were installed, various recreational facilities, ca-
tering facilities and modern cultural facilities were built. For the convenience of vacationers, a
special area for cyclists was allocated on the territory. Compliance of the infrastructure of this
recreation center with the most modern requirements ensures the comfort of residents and
guests of the city. The view from Bayil Boulevard to the Caspian Sea pleases both citizens and
tourists.
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he Heydar Aliyev Central Complex, considered a symbol of modern Baku, includes 13.58

hectares of park in addition to the center building. Its 7.5 hectares is a lawn area. More than
200 trees and 7,000 bushes were planted in this area, considered one of the city's most beauti-
ful places for recreation and entertainment in the city, and 2 decorative pools and an artificial
lake were created that fit perfectly into the landscape. The harmony between the building of
the center and the park in front of it makes this complex one of the most beautiful places in the
world. The park holds national and international events, exhibitions and concerts.
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he new park was created in the forgotten and unused part of the capital. It occupies an area

of 4 hectares. More than 50,000 diverse types of trees, bushes and flowers were planted
in its territory. One thousand two hundred meters long pedestrian lanes were built to help the
visitors walk comfortably. Unlike other parks, a 147-meter-long bridge over a pedestrian lane,
two terraces with a view of the city, a fountain meeting modern standards, a catering facility, a
toilet and an administrative building were built in the park's area. A retaining wall was built here
to prevent the possibility of landslides, considering the rough terrain of the territory. Modern
sports and children's entertainment facilities were introduced in the park for young residents
to have fun.
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t the end of the 19th century, on the initiative of the Nobel brothers, a garden named "Oil

Villa" ("Villa Petrolea"), which is the most appealing example of Absheron garden-park ar-
chitecture, was established in Black city, a settlement near Baku. The park was named after
Nizami Ganjavi after the independence of the Republic of Azerbaijan in 1991.

According to the Decree of President [lham Aliyev dated April 19, 2021, reconstruction works
were carried out in the park. Currently, the garden covering an area of 11.2 hectares, has mod-
ern pavilions, benches of different sizes, sports facilities, a children's entertainment center, and
an artificial lake. The amphitheater and summer cinema, build in 1938 was restored. The walls
resembling ancient castles were built from river stones in front of the summer cinema. One and
two-story administrative buildings located in the territory of the park were overhauled, thou-
sands of trees and shrubs and decorative plants were cultivated. Two fountain complexes and a
modern lighting system were installed in the park.
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eydar Park, located in the Khatai district of Baku city, was reopened to the public after
major reconstruction works in 2022.

As a part of the reconstruction works, the area of the park, which was expanded from 4 hecta-
res to 14 hectares, was planted with more than 30,000 trees and shrubs, 7 km of pedestrian and
1.1 km of bicycle lanes were created, light poles, benches, and information boards were placed.
A parking lot was created on an area of 2500 square meters. The waterfall and fountain complex
in the area was renovated.

In the park, where there are also picnic areas for visitors, sports and entertainment areas were
built in 5 different places for children and adults, and the necessary equipment was provided.
The screen in the park was replaced with a new one, and a 918-seat amphitheater was built to
host mass cultural events.

Another feature of this park is that it is a symbol of friendship. Several country dedicated cor-
ners were created in the territory.
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he area of the park named after academician Zarifa Aliyeva is 6.2 hectares, the area of olive

orchards around it is 6 hectares. Construction work was carried out in the park in 2000.
The park opened its doors to visitors after reconstruction in 2008. The event was attended by
the President, Mr. Ilham Aliyev. A monument to academician Zarifa Aliyeva is erected in the
park. The park has a fountain, sports playground, 2,000 trees, 4,000 bushes, and many color-
ful flowers planted in the park that exemplify flora of different climatic zones of Azerbaijan. A
playground was built for children, and benches were installed for the citizens to rest.
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he forest-type park opened on August 26, 2021 covers an area of 43 hectares. Up to 300,000

trees and greenery were planted. In the park, sports and entertainment areas were cre-
ated for both children and adults, as well as people with physical disabilities, and rides were
installed. A composition called "Hearts" was put in the park, indoor and outdoor football fields,
picnic areas, jogging paths and bicycle lanes were also built. As the park is large, information
and directional boards were set up here. One of the most picturesque places in the area is the
artificial lake created in the park.
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fter the park's territory, which has a total area of 3.2 hectares, was cleaned off marble dust

and oil waste, the construction work started in June 2016, and the park was opened to the
public on October 6. The length of the park, whose territory is covered with fertile soil, is 288
meters and its width is 110 meters. During the greening, a tree-planting campaign was held in
the park on the initiative of IDEA Public Union. An automatic irrigation system, water and fire
tanks, surveillance cameras, and a state-of-the-art illumination system were installed.

In the park, sculptures carved from natural stones are in perfect harmony with the landscape.
Each of the 14 statues has a special design and style. Decorative and natural stones were used
in the waterfall built in the park complex. A playground and swings were installed for children.
There are two parking lots, one decorative passage and a public catering facility on the territory
of the complex. Special traffic lanes for fire trucks and cyclists were built in the area.
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ccording to the order of the head of the state, the park, which was built on an area of 4

hectares, was opened to the public on February 1, 2021. The green space of the park covers
more than 70 percent of the area. Playgrounds for children's entertainment, recreation areas,
special places for picnics were built and various and colorful flowers, disparate trees and bush-
es were planted in the park.

The establishment of a forest-type park is also very important in terms of improving the socio-
ecological condition of the city. Thus, alongside being an important component of the measures
to improve the ecological condition of the capital, this park also creates ample opportunities for
organizing the relaxation of the residents living in the surrounding areas at a high level.
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Gonstruction of the Central Park was started to be carried out as of August 2016 as part of
the construction of new roads, greening and landscaping projects. The first part of the park
was opened on May 22, 2019. The most important features of the Central Park, designed by the
famous Austrian architect Jan Hoffmann, are to create an opportunity for pedestrians to move
freely without crossing the road in a large area, to beautify the city, and to provide cultural rec-
reation for the capital's residents and tourists.

Greenery was planted on 14 hectares of the park, which covers a total area of 20 hectares. There
are recreation playgrounds, chess, backgammon and sports facilities, swings, and a football
field. 9 fountains were built and lighting systems and security cameras were installed in the
park. More than 2,000 trees, 137,000 flowers and shrubs were planted, and drainage lines were
set up. An underground car park with 347 spaces was built in the territory of the park.
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he park was opened on May 10, 2013. There is a park, a garden, a complex of fountains, and

an underground parking lot with a capacity of 4,500 cars. The garden, with a total area of 7
hectares, is 1 kilometer long and 150 meters wide. Granite and ceramic tiles were laid on 20,000
square meters of the park, and fertile soil was spread on 35,000 square meters. There are 5
fountain complexes meeting the most modern requirements. About 2,000 trees, more than
10,000 decorative bushes and different kinds of flowers were planted in the park. Residents also
enjoy services of three public catering facilities designed in a unique fashion.
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ighland Park, located in the center of the capital, is one of the most picturesque places in

Baku. The park was fundamentally redesigned in 2013. Landscaping works completed, new
decorative plants were put in the ground and old trees were conserved. New roads and paths
were introduced. State-of-the-art illumination system was installed. The park overlooks Baku
Bay, the city and the Seaside National Park. The architecturally designed alleys and terraces are
interconnected by stairs, while the squares display a wider panorama of the Caspian Sea. Azneft
square is connected by a funicular to Highland Park.
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new type of park built in a green area in Baku's Sabail district for residents to spend their
free time effectively was created by making maximum use of existing trees and the favorable
relief of the area. Special attention was paid to strengthening the land since it is a landslide area.

The tiered waterfall creates harmony with the surrounding landscape and reminds the at-
mosphere of the mountainous regions of Azerbaijan. This waterfall, decorated with colorful
lights, looks especially beautiful in the evening. During the reconstruction in 2009, new green
areas were created, a modern lighting system and new benches were placed in this park, mainly
consisting of willow trees.
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he Philharmonic Garden, located near the Icherisheher metro station, was built at the be-

ginning of the 19th century. This garden has become a "green island" of the city. Since the go-
vernor's house was opposite the garden, the residents of the city had called this place "Governor's
Garden". After the Philharmonic building was built, the area was named "Philharmonic Garden".

The first landscaping works in the garden, located on an area of 4.6 hectares, were carried out
in the 70s of the last century, however, fundamental renovation was implemented in 2009. Oak,
cedar and ash trees, rose bushes brought from Turkiye and Italy, camellias were planted in the
garden, and new irrigation systems were installed. The oldest trees growing in the area are the
Khan plane tree and mulberry.
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he Sabir garden, named after the prominent poet of Azerbaijan, Mirza Alakbar Sabir, was built

in the 20s of the 20th century by the sculptor H.Alaskarov on the site of the "Kaspi" publish-
ing house. In 1922, a statue of Sabir was erected near the castle walls. In the 1950s, the territory
of the garden was considerably expanded, improved and provided with greenery. Due to the in-
novations carried out in 1958, the idea of making a more advanced and newer statue of Sabir was
put forward, and the statue was placed in the center of the garden instead of having it near the
castle walls. After the greening and landscaping works carried out in recent years, the garden has
become one of the most picturesque places in Baku.
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he garden, named after the writer M.F.Akhundov is located near Icherisheher metro sta-

tion. In 1930, in this old Baku garden, a monument to the Azerbaijani playwright, writer,
philosopher and enlightener Mirza Fatali Akhundzade, designed by the sculptor Pyotr Sabsay,
was erected. The garden with an area of 1300 square meters was rebuilt in 2008. After the
restoration, more than a thousand flowers and decorative bushes were planted, original lamps
were installed and marble paths were laid here. Benches were placed for residents to rest.
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he park which since 1991 has been called "Khagani Garden" in honor of the famous Azerbai-

jani poet Khagani Shirvani, once a place where Molokans were trading goods from different
regions in the 1870s. That is why initially, the area was called "Molokan Garden" among people.
The "Three Beauties" statue was erected in the garden in the 1960s. The monument represent-
ing the three elements - sun, air and water was ruined in the 1990s; however, it was restored
again. Currently, the basis of the garden's architecture-landscape composition consists of a
curvilinear water pool with a group of "Three Beauties" sculptures.

Although the area of the garden is small, it is a favorite recreation place of the city residents
because of its convenience. Greenery was planted in the area, benches were placed, quite a lot
of shrubs and flowers were planted around the trees, and rides were installed for children.
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B uilt in the 19th century, Fountains Square was once a plain, neglected place, so it was
called "Dry Garden" and sometimes "Parapet” (meaning "fence" in French). In 1868, the
area was rebuilt based on the project of architect Gasim Bey Hajibababeyov, on the initiative
of Baku governor Mikhail Kolyubakin, and for a while, was called "Kolyubakin Square". After the
reconstruction works were completed in the 1950s, the square was turned into a green area.
The next stage in the reconstruction of the garden began in 1984. According to the idea of the
architect and artist R.Seyfullayev, the territory of the park was covered with special reddish
concrete tiles, the terrace and stairs were bordered with white stones, and the fountains were a
major part of the landscape-architecture composition. Fountains square was rebuilt completely
and its territory expanded in 2010.

his garden, surrounded by historical buildings in the center of Baku, covers an area of

22,000 square meters. After a fundamental renovation in 2009, the asphalt covering 12,000
square meters of the garden was removed and replaced with granite marble. All conditions
were created in the recreation area for residents to enjoy leisure time.

The garden features a large three-stage fountain built in the Oriental style. Benches made of
weather-resistant materials were placed in the area. Most of the trees and flowers in the garden
were imported from Holland.
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fficers Park is one of the oldest parks in Baku. The park, formerly called "boulevard", was built
in 1941-45 to honor the fallen heroes in the battles against fascism. Landscaping started in
2009 in the park and renovated Officers Park was inaugurated in 2011.

Officers Park with an area of 4 hectares, has completely changed after the renovation. An
original lighting system and a fountain were installed, bronze sculptures, which became the
landmark of Baku's central parks, were placed.
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fter improvement and reconstruction works, the park was reopened to the public on De-
cember 25, 2014. Extensive landscaping works were carried out in the park, two playgrounds
for children and a sports field for adults were created, perennial trees, flowers, and ornamental
shrubs were planted. Sports and various entertainment facilities were provided on the grounds.

When the park was built, modernity was fully reconciled with the national architectural style,
the recreation space was enriched with original elements and forms. There are fountains, arti-
ficial waterfalls and specially designed springs in the area.
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Located in Narimanov district of the capital, the park was reconstructed and modernized,
and opened to the public on October 1, 2019.

In the park with a total area of 6.5 hectares, all conditions were created for the relaxation of
both children and adults. A children's entertainment center and a sports area were created, and
comfortable benches were installed. New decorative trees and bushes were planted, various
floral compositions made, and the lawn renewed. The area has separate cycling and running
lanes for residents to relax comfortably without any distractions. The most modern light poles
were used to ensure good lighting in the park in the night.
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D ede Gorgud Park, located in Narimanov district of the capital, was reopened to the public
after the landscaping works carried out on December 13, 2013. In addition to trees that are
more than half a century old, new trees and shrubs, various flowers were planted in this recre-
ation area, which covers an area of 6 hectares. The "Kitabi-Dada Gorgud" monument created by
the sculptor Gorush Babayev was erected in the center of the park.

One of the most remarkable places of the park is the artificial lake, which gives the area a spe-
cial charm. An artificial waterfall was built in the upper part of the lake. A natural green cover
was laid on the area of about ten thousand square meters, a modern lighting system and new
benches were placed.

Visitors can take a trip on special boats available here.
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ith a footprint of 1.6 hectares, it was built in 1980. The statue of Ayna Sultanova by sculp-
Wtor Munevvar Rzayeva was erected in the park. After major reconstruction, the area was
cleaned, new green lawns, trees, decorative bushes, and various flowers were planted. New
pavilions, benches, modern light poles and sports facilities were put in place for the comfort of
the residents. There is also a playground for children in the park.
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eydar Aliyev Park, one of the most beautiful places in our capital, is located in front of

the Heydar Aliyev Palace. The monument to the National Leader was erected in the park
on the 82nd anniversary of his birth. The bronze statue, 5.2 meters high, stands on a 6-meter
marble pedestal. Most of the complex with an area of 23,000 square meters is covered with
marble slabs. Green spaces in the park, comfortable benches, a variety of trees and flower
bushes, original marble fountains have turned this park into an indispensable place for recre-
ation for city residents.
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ocated in the center of the capital, in the most densely populated area, the park is one of the
favorite resting places for citizens. On the territory of 4600 square meters, all conditions
for recreation for both adults and children are created. The fountain installed in the center of

the park gives a special charm to this corner surrounded by greenery. Comfortable benches of
original design are placed here for visitors to relax.
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On February 21, 2012, a 23-meter bronze monument to the national hero Koroglu, made by
the people's artist and sculptor Tokay Mammadov, was opened in the park. In addition,
large-scale renovation and landscaping work was carried out in the park, a modern lighting
system was installed, various trees and flower bushes were planted. Granite slabs were laid on
4,620 square meters of the park, which has a total area of 1.3 hectares. All conditions for the
recreation of the population were created.
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his park, which is one of the favorite vacation spots of the capital's residents, is located

near the Elmler Akademiyasi (Academy of Science) metro station. In 1993, a monument to
the famous poet and playwright Huseyn Javid was erected in the park, created by the people's
artist, sculptor Omar Eldarov. After a major overhaul in 2008, benches were placed in the park
for residents to relax, new flower beds were created, and ornamental shrubs were planted. In
the recreation area, which occupies an area of more than two hectares, there is a fountain com-
plex 50 meters long and 15 meters wide, the pools are paved with marble and granite.
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The beauty of our capital is created not only by wonderful parks, green areas, squares and
boulevards, covering large areas of the central and close to the center districts of the city.
Recently inter-quarter parks and green areas have also contributed to this beautiful appe-
arance. On the initiative of the vice-president of the Heydar Aliyev Foundation, the head of
the IDEA public association Leyla Aliyeva, in connection with the large-scale improvement
of residential areas in Baku, the process of creating exemplary quarters and inter-quarter
parks is rapidly developing. Occupying hectares of land, these green spaces, similar to other
large parks, make people's lives more comfortable and at the same time serve to improve
the environmental situation. As a result of this initiative, more than 200 exemplary neigh-
borhoods were created in our city. According to the wishes of the people of Baku, this pro-
cess is still actively ongoing.

Leaving the entrance of your house directly to the green area, relaxing in parks where the
interests of all age groups are taken into account, spending valuable time is something that
the townspeople have long dreamed of.
